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This fundamental opposition of child and curriculum set up by these two modes of
doctrine can be duplicated in a series of other terms. “Discipline” is the watchword of
those who magnify the course of study; “interest” that of those who blazon “The Child”
upon their banner. The standpoint of the former is logical; that of the latter

psychological.
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
