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3. Introduction

The training of Taiwanese students in the use of Russian discursive words is presented
in two formats: a printed version (traditional textbook) and an electronic version (an
interactive form based on our previous simulator type development).

The training aid will include different discursive words of different groups from the
main sections (1. Veracity. 2. Unreliability. 3. Emotional evaluation. 4. Logical evaluation. 5.
Linking statements). For example (a few examples from different groups):

1. Description of discursive words (it was suggested to use a textbook)

In class, students get acquainted with the list of discursive words and their meanings,
performed several exercises.

All discursive words will be presented in exercises, tests and illustrative material.

Answers are attached to all exercises in each section. Students can use this development
both independently and under the guidance of a teacher. Answers to exercises and test tasks
with keys to them will allow students to independently test their knowledge.

All sections are provided with dialogues that use the discursive words presented in these
sections. All dialogues will be voiced by native speakers. Total: 25 dialogues for each group
of values (175 dialogues - from five sections of 25, taking into account that the first two
sections have two subsections).

Each section is equipped with exercises (10 exercises in each section). In total - 70
exercises.

Also presented are test tasks for all sections and generalizing ones, 50 test tasks for each
section, in total - 300 test tasks.

2. To practice the skills of using discursive words (simulator and testing with the help
of Google forms)

Students use the simulator to practice the skills of using discursive words:

Each section has the following structure:

I. Presentation of theoretical material in the form of a table with comments and
examples, organized visually (video-lessons with real dialogs involving discursive words).

1. Vocabulary.

I11. Exercises on observation, analysis and comprehension of discursive words. The
purpose of such exercises is for students to comprehend the material they are learning.

IV. Language exercises providing primary consolidation of material (selection of
necessary discourse words, competent use of studied units, work on form).

V. Conditionally communicative and genuinely communicative exercises.

The effectiveness of mastering discursive words is determined by the ability of students
to use discursive words in communication with Russian students. Therefore, as a result, a
conversational workshop was organized for students with students of the Far Eastern Federal
University (Vladivostok). As part of the conversational workshop, an exchange of audio
messages on everyday topics was proposed: 1. About me. 2. Hobby. 3. Our smaller brothers
(pets). 4. Souvenirs.

A group of Taiwanese third-year students was divided into five subgroups, each
subgroup participated in a dialogue with a different group of Russian students.

The students were given the task of using in communication with Russian students the
maximum number of discursive words that they remembered.

Qualitative Efficiency:

As a qualitative efficiency, one can consider the ability of Taiwanese students to use
discursive words in colloquial speech when constructing audio messages for Russian
students.

In addition, the approbation of a textbook on discursive words can be considered an
achievement of qualitative efficiency.

6. Conclusion

Thus, the specificity of discursive words is that their effective use is determined not only
by the memorization process, which is facilitated by studying a textbook on discursive words
and working with a simulator and performing tests in Google forms. Consolidation of the
skill of using discursive words must necessarily be based on a colloquial practice. It is such a
language workshop in small groups between Russian and Taiwanese students that will
maximize the ability to use discursive words.

The following has been done within the framework of the project:

1. Tested textbook (with audio dialogues) on discursive words.

2. Compiled simulator. Google forms have been developed to test knowledge.

3. Organized work in small groups (only 5 mini-groups) of Russian and Taiwanese
students to consolidate the conversational skill of using discursive words.
